	Key Stage 1:
Literacy including guided reading, writing, spelling and punctuation and grammar will be taught through a range of different genres and texts throughout the year.  We will work on a five-step approach of: plan it, draft it, revise it, edit it and publish it. This allows the children to see that writing is a process and we can support them through each stage of it to reflect the features expected in the different kinds of writing they need to produce.

We will cover:
· Writing a non-chronological report about Queens.
· An alternative version of ‘Lila and the Secret of the Rain’ a story linked to Kenya. 
· Personal writing project week. 
· Writing to persuade.
· A class information book about minibeasts. 

Reception:
We will be learning to write captions and sentences using capital letters and full stops. We will be sequencing story events and understanding how a story is structured. All this will be planned through topics such as Living Things, Plants,  food from other cultures, Under the sea, Pirates and Seasides. The children will explore different books linked to these topics too. 
The children will sing Nursery Rhymes and build their vocabulary through circle times.

	Key Stage 1:
Summer 1: Plants growth and care
We will be investigating how plants grow and identifying what helps plants to grow strong and healthy. 
We will be exploring and finding out about how plants adapt to their environment. 

Summer 2: Exploring everyday materials.
We will be investigating which objects float and which sink and why. The children will be invited to think about objects and which materials are best for particular objects. Explain what might happen if an object is made of an unsuitable material.

Reception (Understanding the World): Plants and health and safety. 
The children will have opportunities to grow their own plants and explore what they need to grow and thrive. The children will also explore how to keep safe around the home, paying particular attention to electricity and how to stay safe around strangers. 

	Key Stage 1:
Summer 1 - History: Holidays from the past
We will be stepping back in time to think about how the holidays have changed and developed over the years.. Discovering the different types of ways the people explored the seaside and the activities they took part in. The children will be invited to think about how the invention of trains helped everyone travel further in the past, not just the wealthy. 
Reception (Understanding the World):
The children will be learning about the past. They will be looking at objects and books to explore how others lived many years ago, with particular focus on toys. 
Key Stage 1:
Summer 2 - Geography: Seasons
We will be exploring how the weather changes and what type of weather in typically seen in different seasons in the UK and in other countries. The children will learn identify the position of the sun and direction of the wind. 
Reception (Understanding the World):
We will be exploring the natural environment, making observations of the natural world, with particular interest in comparing similarities and differences in their natural world.
