Who Can Be Chair?
- Any parent or carer of a child currently attending Wetheringsett Primary School.
- You must be happy to work with the school and fellow committee members to help support fundraising and community events.
How to Nominate
- You can nominate yourself or someone else (with their permission).
- Nominations can be made in advance of the AGM or during the meeting itself.
How the Voting Works
- All parents and carers attending the AGM are eligible to vote.
- Voting will take place at the AGM by a show of hands.
- The nominee with the most votes will be elected.
When Does the New Chair Take Over?
- The new Chair can begin their role straight after the AGM or work alongside the outgoing Chair for a short handover period.

- The Friends team helps fundraise, organise events, and create special experiences for our children.
- With several members leaving this year and next, it's more important than ever that new parents get involved.
