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Reading at home: Please encourage your child o read their school reading book eve-
ry night and record it in their reading log. Years 1 and 2 will have reading band books
matched to their level of reading. This offers the children a real chance to show off
their confidence and fluency in reading. Reception will have a range of simple caption

and picture books, please discuss the pictures, characters and I invite you to ask your

child questions. Answering questions and talking about the book is as important as
reading the words and key to building their vocabulary. We encourage wider reading
too, e.g. comics, newspapers, non-fiction, recipes and books from home. We want to
foster a love of reading!

Home learning: Years 1 and 2 will have homework linked to maths we have been fo-
cussing on that week or areas previously faught in Reception or Year 1. The home-
work will be sent out on Monday and expected fo be returned the following Monday.
The children will receive a star sticker on our homework chart as an incentive for
bringing it back. Year 1 and 2 will have weekly spellings fo learn at home and will be
tested on them weekly. Please practise these every evening for 5 minutes.

Forest school is every Thursday, children will change at the start of every session.
Please ensure your child has warm clothing, a coat, waterproofs and wellies for
each session. It is best to over pack with layers than for your child/ren to be cold
whilst learning in the forest. It is also best to bring all these items in one large bag,
‘thus making it easier for the children to pack and carry.

P.E.is every Friday. Children will change into their PE kits at the start of the lesson.
Please ensure your child's kit is in line with our uniform policy and reflects the
weather.
